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About the College

Government Degree College, Darlaghat,
District Solan, is situated on the Shimla-
Bilaspur-Kangra Highway, just over a
kilometer ahead of the Darlaghat Bus Stop
towards Bilaspur. It overlooks the charming
and picturesque Darla Hills. The college was
established on May 23, 2017, with the aim of
making quality higher education accessible to
Darlaghat and its surrounding regions, since
then it is operating in a privately hired
complex. The college has already acquired
43.1 bighas of land in the villages of Kotla
Pujariyan and Kotla Numhal on Darla Hill.
Additionally, administrative approval of
X14.56 crore has been granted for the
construction of a new college campus. The
construction has already been started.

Darlaghat is a sub-tehsil and a panchayat in
Solan District. Interestingly, it derives its
name from “Dadu,” a wild sour pomegranate
that grows prolifically in the area. The region
is primarily known for Dadu fruit and its
limestone resources.

Kamakhya Devi Temple: Mythology, Mysticism & Majesty

The Kamakhya Devi Temple, dedicated to Goddess Kamakhya—a revered form of Shakti—is
one of the most sacred Hindu temples. Nestled on the Nilachal Hill in Guwahati, Assam, it is
regarded as one of the oldest of the 51 Shakti Peethas, which hold great spiritual significance
as sites associated with Goddess Sati.

Goddess Kamakhya manifests in various forms, such as Ma Kameshwari, Ma Tripura
Sundari, Ma Lalita, Ma Durga, Ma Kali, Ma Bagalamukhi, Ma Bhuvaneshwari, and Ma
Kamrupa. These forms embody her multifaceted essence, representing power, wisdom, and
love. According to Hindu mythology, the temple marks the spot where the yoni (genital organ)
of Goddess Sati fell when Lord Shiva carried her charred body after she immolated herself at
her father Daksha's yajna. This event is believed to have created the 51 Shakti Peethas across
the Indian subcontinent. The Kamakhya Temple is also a prominent center of tantric worship,
making it significant for followers of Tantra and Shaktism. Historically, the temple complex
was destroyed during invasions but was rebuilt in the 17th century by King Nara Narayana of
the Koch dynasty.

The temple is renowned for its annual Ambubachi Mela, celebrated in June to signify the
yearly menstruation of Goddess Kamakhya. During this four-day festival, the temple remains
closed and reopens with grand celebrations, attracting thousands of devotees, including
sadhus and tantrics. It is said that during this time, the Brahmaputra River turns red. Unlike
conventional temples, there is no idol in the sanctum. Worship is offered to a natural rock
fissure symbolizing the goddess's yoni, which is kept moist by water from an underground
spring.

The architectural style of the temple is a blend of Nagara and Saracenic influences, with a
distinctive beehive-shaped dome. The temple complex also features smaller shrines dedicated
to other deities, including the ten Mahavidyas (forms of the Goddess). Kamakhya Devi
Temple can be easily accessed, located about 8 km from Guwahati Railway Station and 20 km
from Lokpriya Gopinath Bordoloi International Airport. The best time to visit is from October
to March for pleasant weather or during the Ambubachi Mela in June for an enriching cultural
experience. General temple hours are from 8:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m. and 2:30 p.m. to 5:30 p.m.,
though timings may vary during festivals.

Visiting this powerful and sacred temple is a profound experience. I feel incredibly fortunate
and blessed to have visited the Kamakhya Devi Temple and look forward to the opportunity to
return again.

Under his leadership, the Tata Group
transformed from a predominantly India-
focused enterprise into a global powerhouse
through acquisitions such as Tetley, Jaguar
Land Rover, and Corus. A prolific investor, he
supported over 40 start-ups, both personally
and through his firm, RNT Capital, fostering
innovation and entrepreneurship.

Kargil Victory: 52 Heroes from the State

Kargil Vijay Diwas is celebrated every year on 26" of July to commemorate the sacrifice of 257
army personnel, including 52 from hill state of Himachal Pradesh.

On this day in 1999, India successfully took command of the high outposts that had been lost to
Pakistani intruders. This Kargil war was fought for more than 60 days. During the war there was
human loss on both sides, but Pakistan had to retreat after international diplomatic pressure.

Of the war heroes from the state who sacrificed themselves for the sake of their country, two were
honoured with the Paramveer Chakra and five were honoured with the Vir Chakra. Of fifty-two,
fifteen heroes belonged to Kangra, ten were from Mandi, nine were from Hamirpur, seven from
Bilaspur, four from Shimla, two each from Una and Sirmour and one from Chamba.
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However, anguished parents of Kargil martyr, Capt. Saurabh Kalia demanding punishment for
Pakistani officers guilty of torture of their son, are still moving from pillar to post even after
fifteen years of the war.

Virginia Woolf's Essay 'A Room of One's
Own" examines whether women can

Woolf s father, Sir Leslie Stephen in line
with the thinking of the era, believed that
only boys of the family should be sent to
school. Woolf on the other hand moves the
audience to understand the importance of
their education, while warning them of the
precariousness of their position in society.
She shows the stark contrast between how
women are idealized in fiction written by
men, and how patriarchal society has treated

theminreal life.

Women have burnt like beacons in all the
works of all the poets from the beginning of
time. In fiction written by men she is shown
as a person of the utmost importance; heroic
and mean, splendid and sordid; beautiful
and hideous in the extreme, as great as man,
some would say greater. But this is woman

in fiction.

In fact, as Professor Trevelyan points out,
she was locked up,beaten and flung about
the room. A very queer, and composite being
thus emerges. Imaginatively she is of
highest importance; practically she is
completely insignificant. She pervades
poetry from cover to cover; she is all but
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absent from history. She dominates the lives
of kings and conquerors in fiction; in fact,
she was the slave of any boy whose parents
forced aring upon her finger.

Some of the most inspired words and
profound thoughts in literature fall from her
lips; in real life she could hardly read;
scarcely spell; and was the property of her
husband.

In one section Woolf invents a fictional
character, Judith, Shakespeare's sister, to
illustrate that a woman with Shakespeare's
gifts would have been denied the
opportunity to develop them. Like Woolf,
who stayed at home while her brothers went
off to school. Judith is trapped in the home.
She was as adventurous, as imaginative, as
agog to see the world as he was. But she was
not sentto school.

While William learns, Judith is chastised by
her parents should she happen to pick up a
book, as she inevitably abandons some
household chores to which she could be
attending. Judith is betrothed, and when she
does not want to marry, her father beats her,
then shames her into the marriage.

Himachal Pradesh, celebrated for its scenic
beauty, is currently grappling with a severe
fiscal crisis. As of 2025, the state's debt has
escalated to 21.02 lakh crore, with
projections indicating it may reach X1.10
lakh crore in the 2025-26 fiscal year. This
translates to a per capita debt of X1.17 lakh,
placing Himachal among India's most
indebted states.A significant contributor to
this financial strain is the reintroduction of
the Old Pension Scheme (OPS), now
covering 1.17 lakh of the state's 1.86 lakh
regular employees. Pension payments are
projected to consume 24% of the state's
revenue receipts in 2024-25—the highest
among all Indian states.Compounding the
crisis is the sharp decline in central
assistance. In the last financial year, 310,681
crore was sanctioned for Himachal Pradesh,
of which only %8,915 crore had been
released by January 2025. The fiscal deficit
is expected to reach 6.6% of the GSDP in
2024-25, exceeding the budgeted estimate
of 4.7%.In response, the government has
rolled out reforms. The I150 crore Him

Unnati Yojana promotes natural farming

through cluster-based development, soil

testing, and support for traditional crops.

The Z500 crore Him Ganga scheme aims to
boost the rural dairy economy by
establishing cooperative societies and a milk
processing plant in Dhagwar, Kangra, with a
starting capacity of 1.5 lakh
litres/day.Looking ahead, Himachal’s
recovery will depend on fiscal discipline,
diversification into tourism and agriculture,
improved revenue mobilization, effective
central negotiations, and leveraging public-
private partnerships. Striking a balance
between populist welfare and economic
prudence will be key to shaping the state's

financial trajectory
